Shrnuti:

Clanek se zabyva otdzkou, zda ma spravni organ moznost (pfipadné
dokonce povinnost) kompenzovat nemajetkovou tjmu zptlisobenou pritahy
¢i nepfiméfenou délkou prestupkového fizeni, formou zmirnéni spravniho trestu
pachateli prestupku ¢i dokonce formou zastaveni fizeni. Autor nejprve upozornuje
na pravo na projednani véci bez priitahti a v pfiméfené 1huté, které dopada
i na prestupkové fizeni. Nasledné obsahle rozebira trestnépravni judikaturu,
ktera pfinejmensim snizeni trestu jako formu kompenzace nepfiméfené délky
trestniho fizeni pfipousti. V navaznosti na to pak fesi vyse nastinénou otazku,
a to s ohledem na tstavnépravni a mezinarodnépravni vychodiska prava na
spravedlivy proces a nahrady Gjmy zptisobené nespravnym tfednim postupem.
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Compensation for non-pecuniary damage caused by unnecessary delay
and excessive length of offence proceedings in the context of imposing an
administrative penalty — summary:

This paper deals with the question whether the administrative authority has
the right (or even the obligation) to compensate for the non-pecuniary damage
caused by unnecessary delay or excessive length of the offence proceedings,
in the form of a reduction of the administrative penalty or even in the form of
termination of the proceedings. The author first draws attention to the right to
a decision without unnecessary delay and excessive length of the proceedings,
which also applies to misdemeanour proceedings. Then the criminal case law is
analysed, which allows for a reduction of the penalty as a form of compensation
for the excessive length of criminal proceedings. Following this, the author
addresses the above-mentioned question with regard to the constitutional and
international law bases of the right to a fair trial and compensation for damage
caused by improper official course of action.
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
